Seeing, as we know, is
believing. Besides, it's much more difficult for politicians to lie in front of the cameras than on the
pages of newspapers.

Still, many people prefer the radio. It's good to listen to in the car, or in the open air, or when you
do something about the house.

Newspapers don't react to events as quickly as TV, but they usually provide us with extra detail,
comment and background information.

The Internet has recently become another important source of information.

Its main advantage is that news appears on the screen as soon as things happen in real life and you
don't have to wait for news timeon TV.

Education System in Great Britain, The USA and Russia

I think that education is a key to a good future. And schools are the first step on the education-
way. Schools help young people to choose their career, to prepare for their future life, they make
pupils clever and well-educated. They give pupils the opportunity to fulfil their talent.

Education in Britain developed by steps. The first step was the introducing of two kinds of
school: grammar schools and secondary modern schools.The second step was the introducing of a
new type of school, the comprehensive, a combination of grammar and secondary modern, so that
all children could be continually assessed and given appropriate teaching .

There are fewer public holidays in Great Britain than in other European countries. They are
Christmas Day, Boxing Day, New Year’s Day, Good Friday, Easter Monday, May Day, Spring
Bank Holiday, and Summer Bank Holiday. Public holidays in Britain are called bank holidays,
because the banks as well as most of the offices and shops are closed.
The most favourite holiday is Christmas. Every year the people of Norway give the city of London
a present.

The railways of today extend over 1,100000 kilometers covering all five continents: Europe,
America, Asia, Africa and Australia. The goods traffic of the railways of all countries total 7,4
billion t/km. The railways carry billions of passengers a year. This is good proof to the importance
of railways for the life of the world's community.

The technical possibility of this mode of transport is enormous indeed. Electric and diesel electric
traction play a leading role in handling traffic. Specialized wagons and containers are used on an
ever increasing scale. Heavy rails are widely used. Modern computerized systems have become an
integral part of stations, shops and traffic control centers.

The modern community can hardly be imagined without railways although their role is different in
the various countries. In some of them railways are the main mode of transport while in others the
railways play a comparatively small role in the overall forwarding process. However there is a
specified area of activity of the railways.

Art is defined in encyclopedias as the process and result of making material works, which reflect
beauty or reality.

Art includes various forms such as prose writing, poetry, dance, acting, sculpture, painting, music,
etc. The term ‘"arts' often means 'fine arts' — painting, sculpture, drawing, engraving. Installation art,
furniture, industrial design, graphic design and others are included in applied arts. There are a
variety of arts, including visual arts and design, decorative arts, plastic arts, and the performing arts.
Artistic expression may take many forms: painting, drawing, printmaking, sculpture, music and
architecture. New forms include photography, film, video art, conceptual art, performance art, land
art, fashion, comics, computer art. Within each form, a wide range of genres may exist.

Of all the forms of art, | prefer painting and music. | am really interested in painting for several
reasons. Firstly, it is one of the oldest forms of art. Humans have been painting for about 6 times as
long as they have been writing. The oldest painting found is over 32,000 years old. Painting is a
form of art which is believed by many to express feelings and ideas in the visual form. Using visual
images — colours, light and shade, forms and shape, a painter makes us understand his concept of
life, share his feelings and enjoy the beauty of the world. Secondly, painting offers you a wide
choice of styles, it allows us to be as specific or abstract as we please. From the wide range of
various art schools and styles (realism, impressionism, cubism, fauvism, surrealism, modernism,
pop art, etc.) you can choose one to your liking. The art schools | prefer are realism and
impressionism, as | think they depict form and mood in the most distinct and vivid way.

The second form of art | am really keen on is music. The term 'music’ is difficult to define. It can
be explained, for example, as the art of making pleasing combinations of sounds in rhythm,
harmony and counterpoint. The music that composers make can be heard through several media; the
most traditional way is to hear it live, in the presence of performers. Live music can also be
broadcast over the radio, television or the internet. Firstly, music helps me relax and relieve stress.
When 1 listen to music, classical, jazz, rap or any other type of music | enjoy, | forget about the
troubles of everyday life; music provides an escape from everyday problems. Stress melts away as |
am taken in by the beauty of the music. It can help me feel calm and deeply relaxed. Secondly,
music affects my emotions. Each type of music sets distinct mood and changes mine. In doing so, it
appeals both to my mind and to the subconscious. Whether | am feeling sad, frustrated or confused,
I listen to merry or tender music, and my mood shifts.

There are many divisions and groupings of music. Among the larger genres are classical music,
popular music or commercial music, country music and folk music. Classical music is sophisticated
and refined, but it is a universal form of communication, it historically was the music of the upper
strata of society. Popular music is music belonging to any of a number of musical styles that are
accessible to the general public; it is mostly distributed commercially. It is sometimes abbreviated
to pop music, although pop music is more often used for a narrower branch of popular music. Pop
music is usually memorable, with voices, lyrics, instruments creating catchy tunes. Pop music
attracts listeners through easy sound images.

Who was Richard Trevithick?
Richard Trevithick was a British inventor. Born in Illogan, Cornwall, he was the son of a mine
engineer. As a child would watch steam engines pump water out of the deep tin and copper mines
which were common in Cornwall.
Why is Richard Trevithick famous?
Trevithick is famous for being a steam engineer and pioneer of the railways.
In 1801, he built the "road locomotive", which became known as the "Puffing Devil". It was one of
the world's first road vehicles to move under its own power and carry passengers.
In 1803 he built another early self-propelled road vehicle, the "London Steam Carriage™” - a
stagecoach fitted with a steam engine.
In 1804 he built the first steam engine tramway locomotive - Penydarren Locomotive - a steam-
powered vehicle to replace the horse-drawn carts on the tramways. On 22 February the world's first
locomotive hauled 10 tons of iron, 70 men and five wagons a total 9 miles in only 2 short hours.
Later, other engineers (including George Stephenson) developed Trevithick's idea.

Automation in Industry

1.Automation is the system of manufacture performing certain tasks, previously done by people,
by machines only. The sequences of operations are controlled automatically. The most familiar
example of a highly automated system is an assembly plant for automobiles or other complex
products.

2.The term automation is also used to describe nonmanufacturing systems in which automatic
devices can operate independently of human control. Such devices as automatic pilots, automatic
telephone equipment and automated control systems are used to perform various operations much
faster and better than could be done by people.

3. Automated manufacturing had several steps in its development. Mechanization was the first step
necessary in the development of automation. The simplification of work made it possible to design
and build machines that resembled the motions of the worker. These specialized machines were
motorized and they had better production efficiency.

In the 1920s the automobile industry for the first time used an integrated system of production.
This method of production was adopted by most car manufacturers and became known as Detroit
automation.

4.The feedback principle is used in all automatic-control mechanisms when machines have ability
to correct themselves. The feedback principle has been used for centuries. An outstanding early
example is the fly ball governor, invented in 1788 by James Watt to control the speed of the steam
engine. The common household thermostat is another example of a feedback device.

Using feedback devices, machines can start, stop, speed up, slow down, count, inspect, test,
compare, and measure. These operations are commonly applied to a wide variety of production
operations.

5. Computers have greatly facilitated the use of feedback in manufacturing processes. Computers
gave rise to the development of numerically controlled machines.

More recently, the introduction of microprocessors and computers have made possible the
development of computer-aided design and computer aided manufacture (CAD and CAM)
technologies. When using these systems a designer draws a part and indicates its dimensions with
the help of a mouse, light pen, or other input device. After the drawing has been completed the
computer automatically gives the instructions that direct a machining centre to machine the part.
6.Another development using automation are the flexible manufacturing systems (FMS). A
computer in FMS can be used to monitor and control the operation of the whole factory.
Automation has also had an influence on the areas of the economy other than manufacturing. Small
computers are used in systems called mod processors, which are rapidly becoming a standard part
of the modern office. They are used to edit texts, to type letters and so on.

7. Many industries are highly automated or use automation technology in some part of their
operation. In communications and especially in the telephone industry dialing and transmission are
all done automatically. Railways are also controlled by automatic signaling devices, which have
sensors that detect carriages passing a particular point.

Not all industries require the same degree of automation. Sales, agriculture, and some service
industries are difficult to automate, though agriculture industry may become more mechanized,
especially in the processing and packaging of foods.

The automation technology in manufacturing and assembly is widely used in car and other
consumer product industries.

Nevertheless, each industry has its own concept of automation that answers its particular
production needs.

Computerization on Railways
Now one can hardly find field in human activity where electronic machines or devices are not used.
The development of the machines which can carry out human functions is well under way in
Russia. Here are a few examples of using computers on the railways.
The first automatic locomotive driver was designed and successfully tested in Russia.
Electronic computers installed in the trains start and stop the trains and control their speeds. Russia
is also among the first countries to develop and use the so called auto dispatcher. Installed in the
mine, the auto-dispatcher controls the movement of each vehicle and ensures the optimum
efficiency of its operation. A special transmitter is employed to give a sound signal if any fault
occurs. Under this system only one human dispatcher is required to keep the traffic under control.
There is no need to say that the driverless trains described open up great prospects on railways.
Traffic control is not the only job the computers are able to do on railways. They are now most
widely used to automate sorting yards operations. Some time ago the sorting of goods trains at
stations was a very complicated job and the operators were physically unable to process all the data
received by a station. Computers have come to their aid. The problem of training locomotive
drivers has been greatly facilitated by means of the electronic technique known as simulation.
Under this system the locomotive-simulator is equipped with a computer and other electronic
devices. The driver taking a test is to push a button to begin the test. Immediately a moving picture
appears on the screen in front of him. The film simulates various operating conditions and the driver



learns when he has to apply the brakes, increase or decrease the train speed, turn right or left, stop
or restart the train. The programme of "the computer must provide for emergency situations in order
to instruct the driver how to avoid accidents. The railway power supply system is the sphere where
automation should be applied on a wide scale. Most railway substations supplying trains with
electricity are now automatically controlled. In case of an emergency situation the automatic
devices are immediately to shut down the faulty equipment In Russia an automated system, called
the "Express”, which is intended to reserve railway tickets has been developed. This system saves
people much time and there can be no doubt that in the near future ticket reservation will be
completely mechanized. We are continuously getting nearer to the all-machine age. Electronic
computers are being introduced for making time-tables and schedules, calculating wages, designing
locomotives and cars, controlling production processes and so on. Now specialists have designed
new better and quicker electronic computers which ought to be applied to all spheres of railroad 24
engineering. It is their wide use on transport that is to turn our railways into the most reliable and
efficient means of communication.

BASIC PRINCIPLES OF RAILWAY SIGNALING

No department of railways has been more developed by modern technology than signaling and
telecommunications. Color light signals, electrical operation of signals and points, track-circuiting,
route-setting panel control, automatic train operation, computer-based centralized traffic control
(CTC) — these are the basic elements of up-to-date signaling.

The method of operating long railway lines by CTC began in the USA in 1927. The principle is
that at the central point the operator has a diagram showing him where every train is and he can
control the whole section of the line — possibly of two or three hundred miles — from his control
console. The operator can see and control the overall track circuit. On modern railways the main
line and station approaches are controlled from a single control center to provide regular traffic and
avoid delays.

To control a whole trunk line from one place a single control centre was first introduced in Japan,
on the New Tokaido Line. The entire line between Tokyo and Osaka is wholly controlled from the
general control center located in Tokyo. It’s well-known that conventional CTC uses conventional
relays. Practical railway experience shows that it takes much time to transmit information therefore
the Japanese National Railways have developed a new system using transistors and diodes. This
system proves to be more reliable; besides that it is more economical because it helps to save time:
it takes about one second to scan indications for all tracks.

At present up-to-date electronic equipment including a digital computer is widely used to automate
train operation and to improve the quality of railway service.
